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History of the Author — John was an apostle and one of the 3 most intimate associates 
of Jesus (along with Peter and James), being an eyewitness to and participant in 
Jesus’ earthly ministry.  After Christ’s ascension, John became a “pillar” in the 
Jerusalem church.  He ministered with Peter until he went to Ephesus from where he 
wrote this gospel and from where the Romans exiled him to Patmos.  Besides the 
gospel that bears his name, John also authored 1-3 John and the Book of Revelation.  
This was the last gospel written and wrote it in A.D. 80-90, about 50 years after he 
witnessed Jesus’ earthly ministry.  

John 1:1-18 
“In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was 

God. 2 He was in the beginning with God. 3 All things were made through him, and 
without him was not any thing made that was made. 4 In him was life, and the life was 
the light of men. 5 The light shines in the darkness, and the darkness has not overcome 
it. 6 There was a man sent from God, whose name was John. 7 He came as a witness, 

to bear witness about the light, that all might believe through him. 8 He was not the 
light, but came to bear witness about the light. 9 The true light, which gives light to 
everyone, was coming into the world. 10 He was in the world, and the world was 

made through him, yet the world did not know him. 11 He came to his own, and his 
own people did not receive him. 12 But to all who did receive him, who believed in his 

name, he gave the right to become children of God, 13 who were born, not of 
blood nor of the will of the flesh nor of the will of man, but of God. 14 And the 

Word became flesh and dwelt among us, and we have seen his glory, glory as of the 
only Son[d] from the Father, full of grace and truth. 15 (John bore witness about him, 

and cried out, “This was he of whom I said, ‘He who comes after me ranks before me, 
because he was before me.’”) 16 For from his fullness we have all received, grace 

upon grace. 17 For the law was given through Moses; grace and truth came through 
Jesus Christ. 18 No one has ever seen God; the only God, who is at the Father's 

side, he has made him known.”

1. Jesus as the WORD. (v. 1) 

• Jesus as LOGOS  is the ETERNAL God. 

2. Jesus as the AGENT of Creation. (v. 2-3) 

• GOD does not exist by, nor is limited by, nor controlled by TIME. 

“He is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of all creation. 16 For by him all 
things were created, in heaven and on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones 

or dominions or rulers or authorities—all things were created through him and for 
him. 17 And he is before all things, and in him all things hold together. 18 And he is the 
head of the body, the church. He is the beginning, the firstborn from the dead, that in 

everything he might be preeminent. 19 For in him all the fullness of God was pleased to 
dwell, 20 and through him to reconcile to himself all things, whether on earth or in 

heaven, making peace by the blood of his cross.” Colossians 1:15-20 

“who, though he was in the form of God, did not count equality with God a thing to 
be grasped, 7 but emptied himself, by taking the form of a servant, being born in the 
likeness of men. 8 And being found in human form, he humbled himself by becoming 

obedient to the point of death, even death on a cross.” Philippians 2:6-8 

3. Jesus Lived a REVOLUTIONARY Life for us to KNOW Him and make Him KNOWN.  

Salvation through Jesus Christ 
The single most important decision a person could ever make in their lifetime is to receive Jesus Christ as 
your Savior and Lord. The Bible says, "all have sinned and fall short of God's glory" and we don't deserve 
eternal life because the wages of sin is death". Yet through God's love, only "Christ gives us eternal life 
by grace through faith"... it is a gift of God. God's word says, That if you confess with your mouth that 
Jesus is LORD and believe in your heart God raised Him from the dead YOU WILL BE SAVED. The Bible 

says to REPENT of your sins. BELIEVE in Jesus receiving His forgiveness. Then, identify with Christ and start 
living a new life in obedience to God by being BAPTIZED.
